· Racing starts:  USS rule states that the start should be taught by a qualified coach in 6 FT water and in a sequence order.

· Tri-County is not going to require to use the check list to see if swimmers can do this racing start.  They would hope that the coaches use the USA rules as guidelines for safety reason.

· Swimmers are not allowed to wear swim suits for competition that cover their neck, extend past their shoulders or below the knee unless there is a medical reason or religious reason. The race will not be able to start until the swimmer changes. An ample time will be given the swimmer to change.
· Use of more than one suit for competition (in every age group) is also not allowed, except for modesty reason.

· FINA has published 202 acceptable suits and they will be the only suits the swimmers may use.

· The Referee will give the swimmer an opportunity to change

· The BLUE 70 suit is not allowed. 

· NJTCSC.org is the site to check the approved suits.
